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There are two types of vaccines in Japan:
routine vaccine and voluntary vaccine, and
many of children get vaccines done before
starting elementary school. It's recommended
that you watch your child’ s health condition
and plan for vaccines accordingly.

Routine vaccines

Routine vaccines are recommended for
everyone at certain ages by the law in Japan,
and these are free of charge if within a

mandated period of time.

Voluntary vaccines
Voluntary vaccines are for people who wish to
receive the vaccines, and these are not free.
® In some areas, the expenses for these
vaccines are offered free. Please
contact your city hall.
® Voluntary vaccines include rotavirus,

mumps, and influenza.
